How should food be stored in a supermarket?

Food should be stored correctly in a supermarket to maintain the quality of the goods as well as prevent any

foodborne illnesses. There must be stringent systems in place when it comes to storage,including: Storing food

at the right temperature. Refrigerators should be kept at or below 5&#176;C and frozen food at or below

-18&#176;C.

 

How long should you keep food after 'use by' date?

Make sure that you do not use food after its 'use by' date. For dishes you have prepared or cooked, it is a good

idea to use stickers, or another method of labelling, to keep track of when food should be used or thrown

away. If you are not sure how long to keep food, ask your environmental health oficer  for advice.

 

How long can you keep food in a freezer?

Freezers should always be kept at -18 &#176;C or less. All freezers should have a star rating,so consult your

freezer's handbook: As a general rule and to maintain the quality,food should not be stored in a freezer for

longer than 6 months(provided that your freezer is suitable for storing foods for this length of time.

How long can you freeze food after expiration date?

As a general rule and to maintain the quality,food should not be stored in a freezer for longer than 6

months(provided that your freezer is suitable for storing foods for this length of time. See star ratings above).

Can I freeze foods which have passed their "use by" date? No. Food should only be frozen if they are within

the 'use by' date.

 

Should food be stored in a fridge or freezer?

There should be separate storage fridges and freezersfor food used as ingredients in preparing food that's

freshly prepared on the premises such as rotisserie chickens,pies and breads. The instructions on the packaging

of any foods or raw ingredients regarding chilling must be followed.
