Off-grid microgrids are constructed where there is a significant need for electricity but no access to a
wide-area electrical grid. Islands that are too far from the mainland are typically served by their own
microgrid.

What is asmall microgrid called?

Very small microgrids are called nanogrids. A grid-connected microgrid normally operates connected to and
synchronous with the traditional wide area synchronous grid (macrogrid),but is able to disconnect from the
interconnected grid and to function autonomously in &quot;island mode& quot; as technical or economic
conditions dictate.

What makes amicrogrid different?

One of the key characteristics of microgrids is their ability to operate both in conjunction with the traditional
power grid and independently. This dual-mode operationis what sets microgrids apart. In normal
circumstances,microgrids work in harmony with the main grid,supplementing the power supply and enhancing
reliability.

Are microgrids self-contained?

But because microgrids are self-contained,they may operate in "island mode,” meaning they function
autonomously and deliver power on their own. They usually are comprised of several types of distributed
energy resources (DERS),such as solar panels,wind turbines,fuel cells and energy storage systems.

What are the components of a microgrid?

A variety of energy technologies connect to create a microgrid. Each consists of several key components:
